The Summer Session of youth skating 
lessons is an 8-week program beginning 
on Monday, June 7th and ending on 
Monday, July 26th.   Skaters will receive a 
30-minute lesson.  For those skaters 
registered in the lesson program, a 
designated practice area will be available 
from 6:15 pm - 8:15 pm. Freestyle 
Testing will be held from 7:15 pm – 8:15 
pm on Monday, Aug. 2nd.  Pre-Alpha 
through Delta skaters will be evaluated 
and tested at their last class on July 
26th.  The skating school follows the skating 
agenda of the Ice Skating Institute (I.S.I.).  
Student/teacher ratio is 10:1 with students 
divided into groups by age and ability.   
Additional instructors are used for the 
beginning levels.  The following classes are 
available for children ages 5 and older: 
 
 Pre-Alpha: A beginning point for all 

skaters.  No previous lesson 
experience required or have 
not yet passed Pre-Alpha.

Private Lessons 
Private lessons for figure skaters are 
available through the Minnetonka Ice 
Arena. Scheduling is based on ice and 
instructor availability. Ice time is 
purchased from the arena and instructor 
fees are set by and paid to each 
instructor. For additional information 
regarding private lessons, please call Carol 
Timm’s voicemail at 952-939-8318. 
 
General Information 
We recommend that all beginning skaters 
wear mittens, helmets and warm clothing 
that will not impede their movement.  All 
skaters should have single blade skates 
with tie closures.   Only skaters registered 
for classes are allowed on the ice during 
classes. For safety reasons, no one is 
allowed on the ice without skates on.  
Parents and spectators should sit in the 
bleachers behind the glass during class 
sessions so that students are not 
distracted.   
 
Cancellation Policy 
Refund Policy: Cancellations for classes 
can be made prior to the start of the 
program provided the request is made two 
full working days in advance by calling 
952-939-8310. Approved cancellations will 
be assessed a $5.00 administrative fee.  A 
partial refund will be considered if an 
injury or serious illness occurs.  No 
refunds will be given for a single canceled 
class due to circumstances beyond our 
control (i.e. weather, power outage). No 
registrations will be accepted after the 
start of the second class.  The applicant
